Types of Sexual Abuse

Penetrative - vaginal intercourse,
Anal sex, oral sex, inserting objects into vagina or any other
private body part of the child

Exposing child to pornographic content

Touching of the child's private body parts, making the child
touch the powerful person's private body parts

Making the child watch others while indulging in sexual activity or
showing private body parts
of others.

Fondling of the child's body with an
intention of sexual gratification of the
powerful person

Talking about sex and sexual activity with the child. Passing
comments of sexual nature. Sending messages/ images which
are sexual in nature

Showing the child the private body parts, looking at a child's
private body parts while the child is undressing or bathing for
sexual Gratification

Online abuse

Penetrative sexual assault - imprisonment between 20
years to life, along with a fine (if a person commits
penetrative sexual assault on a child below the age of 16 years)

Aggravated penetrative sexual assault - minimum punishment
from ten years to 20 years, and the maximum punishment
to death penalty

Storage of pornographic material -

- failing to destroy, or delete, or report pornographic
material involving a child
- fransmitting, propagating, or administering such material
except for the purpose of reporting
imprisonment between three to five years, or a fine, or both




Mandatory Reporting

It is mandatory for every individual to report the cases of child
sexual abuse (Sec 19.1)
